The FEWC sponsors and supports programs and activities
for EWC students and the general public. Among these are:

� Programs, such as the China Seminar, featuring
experts on timely issues that enhance our understanding and
relationships in the Asia Pacific region. Topics range from
politics, education and economics to social and cultural
trends, and are presented by a wide range of professionals
including diplomats, scholars, business people, authors,
politicians and journalists.

� The ‘Ohana (Host Family) Program, which invites
individuals and families to host EWC student participants
from Asia, the Pacific and the United States. Through the
program, participants experience everyday life in Hawai‘i,
while the host families learn about the culture and countries
of the students they host.

� The Mentoring Program, coordinated by the EWC
Alumni Office. FEWC Board members volunteer to recruit
mentors for this popular program which matches student
participants with professional mentors in the local
community.

� Co-sponsored events with the EWC and/or affiliated
organizations like the Pacific and Asian Affairs Council, and
the Japan-America Society of Hawaii. This presents many
opportunities for our members to broaden their scope of
networking possibilities.
